Legislator Nacerino stated that we have discussed this in great length during Committee.
She stated that the Bonadio group was secured by the County a few years ago for the



Department of Social Services. She believed that any overture to approve efficiencies is
a good thing for the County. She looked forward to seeing their reccommendations as a
result of the analysis.

Legislator Sullivan stated that he looked forward to the Bonadio Group’s review. He
explained for a while we wanted to understand the method being used at the Sheriff’s
Department to utilize our resources as effectively as possible. He stated that the
Bonadio Group helped the County with a Medicaid issue years ago and he looked
forward to their independent analysis to understand if changes could be implemented to
benefit the taxpayers of Putnam County.

Legislator Montgomery explained that while she believed it was a good idea to have
professional support to look at all County expenses across the board; now is not the
time to spend $45,000 on just the Sheriff’'s Department when the economic status is filled
with uncertainty. She believed they could find efficiencies within their department. She
stated that she looked forward to examining all the departments across the board to find
efficiencies at some time in the future.

Legislator Sayegh stated that she supports having the Bonadio Group assess the
efficiencies of the Sheriff’'s Department. She believed that was always a good time to
look at finances to see where you could do better. She believed that the Sheriff’s
Department budget was one (1) of the largest in the County and it was a great place to
start. She explained that this was done previously at our Department of Social Services.

She stated that there is an annual awards ceremony, that
she has attended, which honors all of the RSVP volunteers. She explained that this
program has saved the County a large amount of money.



Legislator Sullivan wished the seniors a Merry Christmas. He stated that at this time of
year we usually get to see them at the Senior Center parties. He explained that the
Senior of the Year Award event was last week was very nice, however, we miss having all
the seniors around and seeing their smiling faces.

Item #6h — Approval/ Support for State Legislation Addressing Suicide Prevention known
as “Nicole’s Law” was next. On behalf of the members of the Health, Social, Educational
& Environmental Committee, Legislators Addonizio and Albano, Legislator Sayegh
moved the following:

Legislator Sayegh read excerpts from the resolution and explained that the law was
named after Nicole, who lost her life to suicide.

Chairwoman Addonizio stated that intake and discharge procedures are crucial for
diagnosis and recovery. She stated that reforming hospital procedures will help with
suicide prevention moving forward.

RESOLUTION #218

APPROVAL/SUPPORT FOR STATE LEGISLATION ADDRESSING SUICIDE PREVENTION
KNOWN AS “NICOLE’S LAW.”

WHEREAS, suicide is a unique public-health epidemic due to multiple root
causes, which create many challenges to prevention; and



WHEREAS, suicide is the only leading cause of death in America whose rates
continue to increase; and

WHEREAS, arecent report released by Governor Andrew Cuomo's Suicide
Prevention Task Force details how the rates of suicide in New York State are actually
outpacing the national trend, with state suicide rates increasing 29.1 % from 1999 to
2016; and

WHEREAS, New York State legislative bills S6629 and A9535 have been
introduced to enact “Nicole’s Law,” which is designed to advance suicide prevention by
reforming hospital procedures involving the most vulnerable patients who have multiple
episodes of self-inflicted life-threatening injuries (classified as a suicide-attempt, drug-
overdose or self-injury); and

WHEREAS, Nicole’s Law would create a “red flag” practice for vulnerable patients
whereby if a family member or caretaker informs care providers that the patient has had
multiple incidents of self-inflicted life-threatening injuries, the provider must obtain
previous hospital records to verify the episode(s) and examine what precise treatment
the patient previously received to ensure not to repeat practices which failed the patient
leading to another episode of self-inflicted life-threatening injury; and

WHEREAS, Nicole's Law would also require enhanced discharge planning,
including: 1) providing families and caretakers with resources on how to care for and
monitor someone with a tendency towards self-inflicted life-threatening injuries; 2)
connect patients to a community-based service provider; 3) give patients priority to
access services; and 4) give patients a case-worker to monitor their progress for a
specified time-period; and

WHEREAS, enactment of Nicole’s Law is supported by NAMI-NYS, New York’s
state organization of the National Alliance on Mental lliness, the nation’s largest
grassroots organization for people with mental illness and their families; and

WHEREAS, on November 12, 2020, the Health, Social, Educational and
Environmental Committee of the Putnam County Legislature voted unanimously to adopt
and approve a resolution supporting enactment of Nicole’s Law; now therefore be it

RESOLVED, that the Putnam County Executive and the Putnam County
Legislature hereby call upon the New York State Legislature and Governor Cuomo to
enact S6629/A9535 or other substantially similar bills that would enact the provisions of
Nicole’s Law; and be it further

RESOLVED, that the Clerk of the Putnam County Legislature is hereby directed to
forward a copy of this Resolution to Putnam County’s representatives in the State
Legislature as well as to the Governor and leadership of our State Legislature.

WHEREAS, the County is the fee owner of certain contiguous parcels of real
property in the Town of Carmel, County of Putnam, and State of New York, which are
designated as Town of Carmel Tax Map Numbers 64.6-1-22, 64.6-1-19, 64.9-1-22, 64.14-1-8,
64.18-1-1, 64.10-1-3 and 64.18-1-19; and

WHEREAS, by way of a Lease Agreement, dated December 30, 2005, the County
leased a +/- 36 acre portion of the Property (located on Town of Carmel Tax Map Numbers
64.14-1-8 an 64.18-1-1) to the Town for permitted recreational activities (hereinafter the
“Leased Premises”); and

WHEREAS, consistent with said Lease Agreement, the Town has undertaken the
construction and maintenance of outdoor sports fields and other recreational
improvements on the Leased Premises (hereinafter the “Project”); and

WHEREAS, the Project includes upgrading and reconfiguring electric service to the
Leased Premises; and

WHEREAS, in connection with said electric service work, the Town and New York
State Electric and Gas Corporation will upgrade/reconfigure the existing power supply
lines and install a pad mounted transformer on the Property; and

WHEREAS, New York State Electric and Gas Corporation has furnished two (2)
proposed utility easements, which provides New York State Electric and Gas Corporation
the right to upgrade/reconfigure said existing power supply lines and install and maintain
said pad mounted transformer; and

WHEREAS, the Putnam County Department of Highways and Facilities engineers
have reviewed the two (2) proposed utility easements (copies of which are attached hereto
and made a part hereof as Exhibit “A”), and have determined same to be acceptable; and

WHEREAS, the Putnam County Attorney has reviewed and approved said proposed
utility easements as to form; now therefore be it

RESOLVED, that Putnam County Legislature hereby approves and authorizes the
subject utility easements in the form and content attached hereto and made a part hereof
as Exhibit “A”; and be it further

RESOLVED, that the Putnam County Executive is authorized to execute said utility
easements on behalf of the County, which shall thereafter be recorded in the Putnam
County Clerk's Office, Division of Land Records; and be it further

RESOLVED, that the County Attorney is authorized to take whatever legal action is
necessary to effectuate said utility easements in the manner approved herein and as
written; and be it further

RESOLVED, that this Resolution shall take effect immediately.

WHEREAS, EIP Communications |, LLC is the owner of a communications tower
and related facilities located on the certain property designated and described as Town of
Kent Tax Map Number 9.-1-1, which is also referred to as the “Long Hill Mountain Tower
Site” (hereinafter the “Tower Facilities”); and

WHEREAS, the County of Putnam is desirous of occupying certain space at the
Tower Facilities for the purposes of installing and maintaining emergency radio
communication equipment, which is necessary to improve and optimize the County-wide
wireless communications system for emergency services; and

WHEREAS, the County-wide wireless communications system is utilized by the
Sheriff’s Department, the Bureau of Emergency Services, as well as nhumerous other
County Departments and Putnam County based Fire/EMS Agencies; and

WHEREAS, the County Executive, with the advice and assistance of the County
Attorney and the Director of IT/GIS, has entered into preliminary negotiations with EIP
Communications I, LLC in order to occupy said space at the Tower Facilities; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 215 of the New York State County Law, the County
Executive has requested that the Putnam County Legislature grant authorization for such
Agreement; now therefore be it

RESOLVED, that pursuant to Section 215 of the New York State County Law the
Agreement with EIP Communications I, LLC for the County to occupy the certain space at
the Tower Facilities is approved, as specified herein; and be it further

RESOLVED, that the County Executive is hereby authorized, with the advice and the
assistance of the County Attorney, to finalize and execute said Agreement with EIP
Communications I, LLC, which Agreement which shall be in substantial conformance with
the form attached hereto and made a part hereof as Schedule “A”; and be it further

Project (PIN 8756.09) was next. On behalf of the members of the Physical Committee,
Legislators Gouldman and Nacerino, Legislator Albano moved the following:

APPROVAL/ SEQRA / NEGATIVE DECLARATION/ FAIR STREET (CR 60)
RECONSTRUCTION PROJECT (PIN 8756.09)

WHEREAS, the Putnam County Legislature is considering the approval of a Putnam
County Highways and Facilities proposed project that involves the reconstruction of Fair
Street (CR 60) from Route 52 to a point east of Hill and Dale Road, for a total project length
of approximately 1.3 miles (the “Project”). Fair Street will be reconstructed to address the



deteriorated pavement structure, inadequate drainage, and safety deficiencies located
along the roadway. The reconstructed roadway will closely approximate the existing
roadway alignment. As part of the construction, the 3 culverts conveying Fair Street over
Michael Brook and a tributary of Michael Brook will be replaced. The Project will also
include construction of a sidewalk along the north side of the road from Route 52 to Hill
and Dale Road, and a second sidewalk along the south side of the road from Route 52 to
the Carmel High School. A left turn lane will be added on Fair Street at its Route 52
approach. A two-way left-turn lane (median) will be added from this left turn lane to Waring
Drive. The Project will require the acquisition and demolition of one residential home
directly east of Waring Drive in the area of the Michael Brook culvert; and

WHEREAS, the aforedescribed proposed action is subject to review under the State
Environmental Quality Review Act (“SEQRA”) and the Regulations promulgated
thereunder (“SEQRA 6 NYCRR Part 617 et seq”); and

WHEREAS, on October 6, 2020, as part of Resolution #20-166, the County
Legislature issued a Type | Action determination for the Project, and declared its intent to
serve as Lead Agency with respect to SEQRA; and

WHEREAS, a Full Environmental Assessment form (EAF) was prepared for the
Project; and

WHEREAS, the EAF and associated documentation was circulated to all involved
and interested agencies for the requisite 30 days with a Notice of the Putham County
Legislature’s Intent to Serve as Lead Agency and no objections were received thereto;
and

coordinated environmental review in accordance with 6 NYCRR 8617.6, and

WHEREAS, based upon a careful review of the action as a whole, of the EAF, and
the criteria set forth in 6 NYCRR 8617.7(c), it has been determined that the proposed
Project will not result in any potential significant adverse environmental impacts; now
therefore be it

RESOLVED, that the Putnam County Legislature, as Lead Agency, determines that
the Project will not have any potential significant adverse impacts and a Draft
Environmental Impact Statement will not be prepared; and be it further

RESOLVED, that in accordance with 6 NYCRR Part 617 et seq, the Putham County
Legislature, as Lead Agency, hereby accepts and adopts the Negative Declaration
prepared in connection with Fair Street (CR 60) Reconstruction Project, a copy of which is
annexed hereto and made a part hereof; and be it further

RESOLVED, that this Resolution shall take effect immediately.

BY ROLL CALL VOTE: ALL AYES. CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.

Item #6L — Approval/ Memorialization/ Support Metro-North Flat Fare Proposal was next.
On behalf of the members of the Physical Committee, Legislators Gouldman and
Nacerino, Legislator Albano moved the following:

Legislator Albano stated that he supports this resolution. He stated that the County
spends alot on the maintenance and there is also a payroll tax. He believed this would be
a fair way for people who commute to New York City.

Legislator Jonke commended Neal Zuckerman, who is a Putnam County resident and the
County’s representative on the MTA Board, for his proposal. He believed this would have



a positive impact on those residents who utilize Metro-North trains to commute to work.
He supported Mr. Zuckerman’s proposal.

Legislator Nacerino stated that she is also supportive of this resolution. She believed it
was very costly to commute from Putnam County to New York City. She believed this
would have a positive impact on people who are considering relocating to Puthnam County
who will need to commute to the city.

Legislator Castellano stated that this is a fantastic idea and he was glad that someone was
looking outside of the box to solve problems. He stated that Metro-North is vital to the
people of Putnam County. There are two (2) train stations on the eastside of the County
that would benefit from this. He stated that the train yard is located in the Village of
Brewster in the Town of Southeast and he believed this madeincredible sense. He thanked
Mr. Zuckerman and hoped that this would move forward.

Legislator Sullivan believed this was premature in the current environment. He believed a
lot of this analysis was done pre-COVID-19. He stated that there is massive disruption of
the MTA, the numbers of commuters that are actually utilizing the MTA system and the
uncertainty that the MTA is looking at going forward. He stated that the money the County
spends on the MTA is a lot and our stations are not in the best condition. He stated that
the MTA has a massive deficit and there are no real numbers included in this analysis, or
at least current numbers where we could say that given the decrease in ridership that we
have seen over the last few months, we could justify any analysis that was done in the
past. He stated that no one knows the future of the MTA and there are way too many
unknowns and not enough information for him to endorse basically anything that would
be proposed for the MTA tonight. He believed that the focus should be on the financial
stability of the MTA. He was not sure if this was the correct way to address it. He believed
this was an effort in futility to correct decades of mismanagement and terrible budgeting.
He believed this would not really fix anything because the problem goes way beyond our
ability. He stated that our MTA representative is a smart man and knows that this really
means nothing. He stated that we need real fixes and serious corrections to the MTA.

Legislator Albano believed that the key here was not to cut money to the MTA but to spread
the expenses fairly up and down the entire line. He stated that Putnam County pays a lot
more because of our location in relationship to the city. He hoped this would possibly
make it fairer and more equitable to everyone that utilizes the train; regardless of where
they live.

Legislator Nacerino concurred with Legislator Albano. She believed this would have a
direct impact on commuters if there is a fixed rate rather than paying $6,000 per year to
commute; offering them some relief.

Legislator Montgomery believed it was unfair to say that the MTA representative knows
this means nothing. She stated that the problem is the government controls the MTA. She
believed this was a great solution in taking care of the people and the ridership who have
been at their mercy since the MTA began. She believed it was time to take care of their
people and this was a great way to do it.

(9) Legislators in all nine (9) Legislative Districts across the entire County of Putnam.
She did not believe this was a partisan issue.

Legislator Montgomery stated that towns do not have Charters. She stated that when we
created the County it was through receiving input from the leadership of the towns.

Legislator Sayegh clarified that it was from nine (9) Town Supervisors which was
changed to Legislators.

Chairwoman Addonizio believed there would be ample time and opportunity for all the
towns to be involved in the process.

There was no other business submitted to the meeting.

Item #8 — Recognition of Legislators

Legislator Albano wished everyone a blessed holiday season.

Legislator Sayegh hoped that everyone had a wonderful Thanksgiving. She stated that the
Saturday after Thanksgiving is “Small Business Saturday.” She stated that she started
her Christmas shopping by supporting our local businesses. She stated that today is
“Giving Tuesday.” She explained that it is a time to give back to our not-for-profits in our
community that do so much for our friends and neighbors. She explained that the not-for-
profits are suffering especially this year during the COVID-19 pandemic. She stated that
many fundraisers have been cancelled and many churches have lost attendance. She
encouraged people to support those causes that support our community.

Legislator Gouldman stated that small businesses are struggling throughout our area and
he encouraged everyone to support them especially during the holiday season. He stated
that he was honored to give one (1) of the Senior of the Year Awards to a Putnam Valley
resident, Ron Cummings. He explained how Mr. Cummings has volunteered his time to
many organizations such as; the Putnam Valley Fire Department, the Putnam Valley
Ambulance Corps., and the Putnam County Traffic Safety Board. Legislator Gouldman
also informed Putnam County students that they can apply for a paid or unpaid summer
internship through the County’s PILOT (Putnam Invests in Leaders of Tomorrow) Program.
He explained that information regarding this program can be found on the County’s
website. He also stated that the holiday season often brings stress and depression to
many of our neighbors. He encouraged individuals who may need a hand to reach out to
others who can help.

Legislator Jonke wished everyone a happy and safe holiday season. He stated that he
also wanted to remember former Legislator Terry Intrary who passed away in October. He
stated that he started as a Sheriff’s Deputy and then went to the Carmel Police Department.



He stated that after he left the Legislature he served as the Inspector General under Sheriff
Donald B. Smith. He stated that Terry Intrary was truly, “one of the good guys” and he will
be missed by Putnam County.

Legislator Nacerino concurred that Terry Intrary was “one of Puthnam’s finest” and will be
sorely missed. She also wished everyone a healthy and happy holiday season.

Legislator Sullivan stated that we have seen a recent uptick in COVID-19 cases and
believed the duration of the pandemic was much longer than any of us initially thought.
He thanked the Health Department and all those who been working diligently to take care
of the residents of Putnam County. He stated that we are truly appreciative for everything
they have done. He wanted to also thank Nuvance and Putnam Hospital Center for setting
up atesting facility. He stated that Deputy County Executive Feighery met with Nuvance
at Clock Tower Commons to discuss setting up a new testing site. He hoped that in the
future, when the vaccinations are available, it could become a vaccination site in the
County. He also wished everyone a happy holiday and New Year.

Legislator Montgomery explained that she wanted the public to know her efforts in trying
to get answers from the County Executive and the Health Department due to the growing
number of questions she is receiving from her constituents and Superintendents of
schools. She stated that they want to know what we, as a County government, are doing
and what measurable actions we are taking to keep our schools and economy open. She
explained that there is growing anxiety due to the large-scale outbreaks of COVID-19. She
stated that her questions are not answered to the level of detail necessary to appease the
public. She explained that she has been doing research and speaking with State officials
and other counties to see the possibility of Putnam County having Rapid Testing Mobile
Units. She believed that it was quite easy to do and was not very expensive. She explained
that she has brought questions forth to the County Executive and the Health Department
about ID Lab Machines and how to access them. She stated that Ulster County has
accessed these machines. She stated that it was unfortunate that we were spending
money elsewhere in the County and not where it is really critical to keep our economy
open. She explained that she will continue her efforts in trying to get answers despite the
fact that some feel it’s a burden to ask questions. She wished everyone a happy holiday.

Legislator Nacerino stated that the Health Department is in constant communication with
all the school districts, so she was not sure how any school superintendent or
administration was in the dark. She stated that she worked for Brewster Central Schools
and she is in contact with people who still work there, and they have been apprised
accordingly.

Legislator Albano that it was fortunate that the other eight (8) Legislators do not have the
same issues. He believed that the Health Department was doing a tremendous job. He
stated that there are certain things that have no definitive answers. He stated that we need
to proceed slowly. He stated that the Health Department is doing an amazing job, and to
be overwhelmed with questions that in some cases don’t have definite answers, he
believed was unproductive. He stated that we look to the Governor for answers and
obviously that is not a perfect situation either.

Legislator Montgomery explained that she still needed to address the questions that have
no definitive answers. She read the questions from her memo and did not understand why



they did not have definitive answers. She believed that they would be “yes” or “no”
answers.

Legislator Sayegh stated that all the Legislators saw Legislator Montgomery’s list of
guestions. She believed that the County Executive would address her questions. She
believed that the County and the Health Department were doing a fantastic job during this
pandemic. She stated that schools are mandated by the Department of Education; not the
County. She believed that some of her questions needed to be addressed by New York
State and she explained that the County’s Health Department is required to work within
the State’s mandates. She explained that the County has been trying to get a testing
facility in Putnam County since March and has worked through both State Legislators to
do so.

Legislator Sullivan explained the tremendous job the Health Department was doing and
the process for getting information.

Chairwoman Addonizio stated that Putnam County is asking New York State to provide
more specific data as the COVID-19 positivity rates have been increasing. She stated that
the County is working with the State to get this specific data information; pushing them to
provide us with the town or zip code breakdown.

There being no further business, at 8:18 P.M., Chairwoman Addonizio made a motion to
adjourn; seconded by Legislator Albano. All in favor.
